o Assisting the operator with banding or clamping and operating the unit making sure the 
integrity of the capillary tubing remains intact and installation process is up to the 
customers standards and Flowco’s standards.  

o Assist Pumping and pressure testing of capillary strings on site and in shop.  
o Assist in shop spooling capillary string and inspecting tubing. 
o Assist with orbital welding of capillary, pull testing and pressure testing.  
o Ability to remain on a job site for 12+ hours.
